BSc Commerce Minor Program

Enrollment in this program is limited and an application is necessary.  Interested students should apply at the end of their first or second year.  Entry into and continuation in the Minor in Commerce requires students to remain in good academic standing.  Failure to do so will result in the Minor in Commerce being revoked. Meeting the minimum stated requirements does not guarantee admission into the program.  
The application deadline is May 15th.

What is the Commerce Minor?

The Commerce Minor Program consists of 18 Upper-Level Commerce credits.  Students are required to complete the following Commerce courses:

· COMM 329 (3)
· COMM 457 (3)

· COMM 465 (3) 
· COMM 473 (3)

· COMM 493 (3)

· And one of:  COMM 458 (3) or COMM 398 (3)
Who is eligible? How to Apply?
· Students in the Faculty of Science who are pursuing a B.Sc. degree
· Students who have completed 3 credits of MATH (one of: MATH 100, 102, 104, 120, 180 or 184) and ECON 101 and 102 or ECON 310 and 311).   

· Students who are eligible for promotion to second or third year.  See www.calendar.ubc.ca/vancouver/index.cfm?tree=12,215,410,1467. 
· Students must be registered in a minimum of 24 credits and have a sessional average of at least 60% in the most recent winter session. Students must also have a cumulative average of at least 60%. Space is limited and so it is likely that a higher average will be required. 
· Students already in third year may be considered but only if space remains. Students in fourth year re not eligible.
