The two Majors should be completed concurrently but approval for the Arts Major cannot be obtained until students are firmly established in their Science program.  Some Arts Majors have supplementary applications (see Faculty of Arts in the Calendar).
RESTRICTION:  Not all combinations of Majors are possible.  A Science student may not complete both a Science and an Arts Major in Computer Science or Geography or Psychology or Mathematics.
