18 CREDIT MINOR IN ARTS FOR B.Sc. STUDENTS
APPLICATION FORM

B.Sc. students may receive the notation “MINOR IN ARTS” on their transcript if they complete at least 18 upper-level Arts credits (i.e., numbered 300 or higher) in a single subject or field of specialization.  Students must choose courses that are acceptable for a Major in the appropriate B.A. program (see Faculty of Arts section of the Calendar) but otherwise the B.Sc. student is not bound by other requirements that the Faculty of Arts sets for the B.A.  The minor area of specialization does not appear on the transcript.

The following restrictions should be noted:

· A Minor in Arts in Mathematics may not be undertaken.

· Students majoring in one of the Earth & Ocean Science programs may not undertake a Minor in Arts in Geography.  Other students must avoid those Geography courses that have science credit.

· Students in the B.Sc. program in Psychology may not undertake a Minor in Arts in Psychology; other students intending to Minor in Psychology must select only those Psychology courses that carry Arts credit.
Once completed, this form must be submitted to the Science Advising Office for review.
